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Bishop-elect John D. Birmingham Jr.

Bishop–elect John D. Birmingham Jr. was born in Kansas City, Missouri.  He is the eldest of twenty-four children. Educated in the Kansas City (MO) School District, he went on to attend Western Bible Seminary and Faith Bible College.  He has a Doctorate degree in Theology and Christian Education, as well as a degree in Christian Counseling.  He confessed his faith in Christ Jesus at tem and became a young deacon.  Deacon Birmingham accepted his call to the ministry when he was 21 years old under the late Rev. Charles Wheeler III at Westminster Baptist Church.  Rev. Birmingham’s first charge was at Second Baptist Church in St. Louis, MO.  He served as a pastor in Hugo, OK and is currently the pastor of Victory in Praise Revival Center in Raytown, MO.  He is also Chancellor of Harvest Reapers Bible College (FBC) in Raytown, MO.  During the 1970s and late 1980s, Bishop–elect Birmingham made an impact in the Kansas City area via The Upper Room Compassionate Ministry.  This ministry was located on the North end of Troost Avenue in an area known as the “Red Zone.”  This area was infamous for pimps, prostitution, drug pushers, pornography shops, strip bars, and gay establishments.  God used Bishop-elect Birmingham to clean up Troost Avenue in a way that local law enforcement could not.  The move of God was so overwhelming that the mayor named him Chaplain of Troost.  He was also featured on the 700 Club with Pat Robertson.  Bishop-elect Birmingham has held revivals and crusades from as far as Jamaica and Haiti to the outskirts of our Southern states.  What is dear to his heart, year after year, is helping the community by preaching the Gospel to save souls, feeding the hungry, and clothing the less fortunate.  In the late 1970s, he wrote a play entitled Soul Free, which aired on a local television station.  He is also the author of several books:  Chaplain of the Troost, Young Black Men an Endangered Species, Slipping of the Shepherds and the latest Take it to the Streets.  Bishop-elect Birmingham is a true humanitarian of his own kind.  He has one son, Kenneth Steele, who is also in the ministry.

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Preface to the Service

Since the days of the apostles and throughout the Scriptures, God has used sacred offices and ministries to guide the Church to the fulfillment of its earthly purpose.  The earliest records of ancient Christian writers have included Holy rituals that have given the Christian Church its character and majesty.  The Old and New Testaments contain depictions of God’s design and relationship to the Church.  The New Testament in particular, gives fine points that outline the character and duties of the post-Resurrection Church.  The Scriptural models highlight the orders of ordained ministries that give expression to the character of the Christian Church.  The New Testament Scriptures and Book of Common Prayer outline the use and purpose of these sacred offices.  The orders of Bishops are those who are called to lead, oversee and unite the Church.  They guide and teach others to fulfill Christ’s Commission in the world.  The Presbyters or Elders are charged to govern, shepherd, proclaim the Gospel, administer the Lord’s ordinances and strengthen the Church missionary zeal.  The Diaconate or Deacons assist the Bishops and Pastors in all areas of the ministry, which also includes ministry to the sick, poor and disenfranchised.

The Church recognizes those who are capable and called of God to ordain them to the work of the ministry.  Their ability and gifting is acknowledged through ceremonial prayer and the laying on of hands.  Those who are called are forever associated with the redemptive plan of God for peace and reconciliation in the world.  The act of consecration is a public affirmation of the servant’s call and pledge of lifelong commitment to the cause of Christ and the Church.

The chronicles of these ancient offices date back to the first century.  Each bishop receives his consecration through the laying on of hands.  This act confers upon the recipient the history and purpose of the office.  Bishops are consecrated by other Bishops who are qualified to confer upon the recipient the rights and responsibilities of the office.  This threefold ministry is a blessing from God for the edifying, nurturing and sharing of the Gospel throughout the world.  Those whom God calls are publicly set apart by Him, for a special work hence our Bishop elect John D. Birmingham Jr. joins a long-standing tradition of those called to serve the greater Church.  This is the reason that we have gathered here today. 
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
